• Erecting scaffolding, ladders for assembling structures above ground levels per code. 
• Studying specifications in blueprints, sketches, or building plans to prepare project layout and 

determine dimensions and materials required 
• Shaping or cutting materials to specified measurements, using hand tools, machines, or power 

saws

• Building or repairing cabinets, doors, frameworks, floors, or other wooden fixtures used in
